In 1978, 740 walkers raised $20,000 and walked 12 miles.

After 6 miles they were served a handful of rice and a cup of tea, signifying what many people receive for food in a day.

Over 8,000 households - nearly 25,000
people - are being served by the ACCESS
Food Pantry Network of Kent County each
month. Due to an increase in those new
to the pantry system, we are serving 13%
more people than last year. Michigan’s
unemployment rate is the highest in the
nation. Currently, 1 in 5 Kent County
children live below the poverty level.
